As the financial year is over, we are publishing the 2003-2004 financial report of our organisation. This budget actually started on the 1st of September 2003 when SPEED Association officially became SPEED Trust, and finished on the 31st of March 2004. Accounts have been presented in April 2004 
and approved by Mr Mohan, Tasky Associates Chartered Accountants.

(1) :   Financial support is given to the poorest families who don’t receive any other support. Most of them are single-parent families who are waiting for sponsorship. We help them in emergency cases : medical fees, school fees, rental, even food sometimes.

(2)  : There are two types of loans : either advanced for sponsored mothers or micro-credits to start a remunerative activity.

Activity report
Professional training
This month, we’ve started again the screen-printing training course. Manikandan, who was one of our student, is now responsible for this workshop. Two youngsters, whose family are sponsored, already benefit from this training course : Sampath, a 16-year-old boy who has been a rickshaw-drawer ; Appu, 15 years old, who hasn’t been attending school for two years. Tuition program
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May et June are special months : annual day-trip during summer holidays for children who attend our tuition courses, and then beginning of the school-year in June.
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May is the hottest month and the one for holidays. Many inhabitants leave the slum during this month to run away from the hot-season , and go back to the village they come from. However, some of them are not able to leave Gandhi Nagar even for some days, and many children don’t have real holidays. That’s why we organise a programm of activities during this period. For example this year, children drew frescoes. Sugumar, our young artist, and Nicolas and Frédérique, two volunteers, were responsible for this activity.
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 As we do each year, we also organise a one-day trip : the 5th of May for the youngest and the 25th of May for the eldest. Those 140 children went to a crocodile vivarium, to Dolphin City attraction park, to the beach, and to Mahaba-lipuram back-waters. We were able to lead these activities thanks to the answers we received after the last newsletter. We thank very much those who’ve supported our effort and we return them the smiles of Gandhi Nagar children, whose pictures don’t need any other comment.

Then, children go back to school at the beginning of June. As it happens each year, we are overwhelmed with requests from extremely poor mothers who are not able to pay school fees, material and uniforms for children. 
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Let’s see : school fees cost Rs. 150 for a mediocre government school, Rs. 3000 for a correct English school ; Then we have to add Rs. 800 for two uniform sets and about Rs. 200 for material. When a woman, whom we follow, earns Rs. 500 to Rs. 1000 a month and is alone in bringing up 3 children, she isn’t able to give them a chance to go to any school. That’s why the number of requests to abandon children in orphanages is very high, which isn’t our philosophy at all.

Moreover, for several years, our bet is to enroll systematically the youngest in English schools (unfortunately, it is too late for children who have already been attending Tamil school for some years). Those little children, like Stephen (photo), can be confident in their future! Because as Father Pierre Ceyrac says, when somebody gets on a plane or enters a bank, nobody asks him whether he is Brahmin or Untouchable, or whether he comes from a rich area or a slum… We invested Rs. 65000 (€ 1300) in June this year to enable 98 children, who are not sponsored, to go back to school. 17 of them, very young, were enrolled in English schools ! Unfortunately, among the 500 people who receive the newsletter, only 5 answered to the call we launched in the last one. 
€ 20 per year are enough to enable a child from a very poor family to go to school... But it isn’t too late, 30 children at least are waiting for a little support from you.
